HOME SCHOOL PARTNERSHIP CONTRACT – September 2024
The Willows School will:
· Encourage the children to do their best at all times

· Encourage the children to take care of their surroundings

· Provide a balanced curriculum to meet the needs of each child

· Keep parents informed about what the children will be learning

· Inform parents of the children’s progress at parent consultations
· On occasion speak to outside agencies and specialist teachers about your child and ask for your consent if any action is required

· Keep parents informed through regular newsletters and notices  

· Be able to send children home if they are ill or have an accident

· Advise families about the length of time needed off school for sickness and illness

The family will:
· Make sure that the child attends school regularly

· Make sure that the child arrives on time
· Lead by example and behave in an appropriate manner when on school grounds (i.e. No swearing, no spitting, no energy drinks, no smoking or vaping, no mobile phones)
· Telephone the school on the first day that the child is absent and keep us updated on the status of the child’s absence. You can also use the School Spider App.
· Attend parent consultations to discuss the child’s progress
· Read any letters, notices and newsletters which are sent home
· Let the school know about any concerns or problems that might affect the child’s work or behaviour

· Give the child support in order to complete any homework set

· Let the school know if someone else is collecting your child; this person should be at least 16 years’ old

· Phone the school if you are running late in collecting your child; persistent late collections may incur a cost for childcare 
· Treat staff and other parents with respect. Verbal and/or physical abuse will not be tolerated

· Where providing a child with a packed lunch, ensure that this is healthy with no more than one biscuit/cake item, no sweets, chocolate, NUTS or fizzy drinks
The child will keep the school rules by:
· Being polite to each other and to ALL adults working in the school

· Being careful not to stop anyone working INCLUDING the teacher

· Taking good care of the equipment and building

· Walking inside the school building so that no one gets hurt or knocked over

· Listening carefully when someone else is speaking

Together we will:
· Support with any special needs

· Encourage the child to keep the school rules

· Support the children’s learning to help them achieve their best
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
